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We believe that non-violent / non-military mechanisms to prevent conflict are feasible in Northeast Asia.
This belief is affirmed by the spirit of Article 9 of the Constitution of Japan (renunciation of war clause),
which was considered “fundamental principle” at the Hague Appeal for Peace conference (1999).

We believe it is necessary to create an environment that: facilitates civil society participation in the
policy making process of peace and security matters; and promotes the strengthening of civil society
networks.

Based on the above, we propose to make concrete recommendations regarding the peaceful
resolution of key regional issues, to be identified in the GPPAC Northeast Asian regional process.
These include sources of potential armed conflict such as those identified during the February 2004
GPPAC Northeast Asian regional consultation meeting.
